Beads and other products needed for one set of bracelets: 
 
27 beads - 6mm Silver Leaf Round Beads (SE2432) 
27 beads - 6mm Smoky Quartz Faceted Round Gemstone Beads (SE2657) 
27 beads - 6mm Matte Amazonite Round Beads (SE2172) 
27 - 1x5mm Antique Silver Plated Pewter Beaded Heishi Beads by TierraCast® (SP0104) 
3 feet - Clear Stretch Magic Elastic Cord 1mm diameter (SM4434) 
 
Tools needed to complete the bracelets: 
 
Beading Scissors 1-1/4 in. Blade (TL0302) 
Hypo Tube Cement (TL1202) 
 
Beading Techniques needed to complete the bracelets:  
 
Knotting Stretch Magic 
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Instructions to complete “Mountain Waters” bracelets:  
 
Step 1 
Using scissors, cut three 12-inch lengths of Stretch Magic elastic cord. 
 
Bracelet 1: 
Step 1 
String the following beads onto one length of elastic cord:  
1 – heishi bead 
3 – 6mm silver leaf beads 
Repeat the sequence eight times. 
 
Step 2 
Tie a square knot in the elastic cord, and apply a dot of Hypo Tube Cement to the knot. Allow the cement to dry 
completely (see Knotting Stretch Magic Technique). 
 
Bracelet 2: 
Step 1 
String the following beads onto a second length of elastic cord:  
1 – heishi bead 
3 – 6mm matte Amazonite beads 
Repeat the sequence eight times. 
 
Step 2 
Tie a square knot in the elastic cord, and apply a dot of Hypo Tube Cement to the knot. Allow the cement to dry 
completely. 
 
Bracelet 3: 
Step 1 
String the following beads onto the third length of elastic cord:  
1 – heishi bead 
3 – 6mm smoky quartz beads 
Repeat the sequence eight times. 
 
Step 2 
Tie a square knot in the elastic cord, and apply a dot of Hypo Tube Cement to the knot. Allow the cement to dry 
completely.
