All were struck as proofs, but a certain 
number of coins were used as jewelry, so 
we have some affordable examples. NGC 
VF details, mount removed, burnished 
$47,500.

Gold $5 Half Eagles
This is the only denomination struck at all 
8 US mints!
Classic Gold, nicknamed yellow jackets 
during Jacksonian banking crisis.
