58-60 AD silver hemidrachm of Nero, 
Caesarea in Cappadocia mint Obv: his 
laureate bust, Latin legends Rev: Victory 
inscribing shield, foot up on globe, falling 
drapery uncovering her buttocks. Nice 
style VF $477. 

68-69 AD silver denarius of Galba, first in 
the year of 4 emperors of Rome Obv: his 
laureate and draped bust Rev: Victory on 
globe holding wreath NGC Ch Fine (way 
PQ) $1277.

Glass seal of the ill fated usurper and 90 
day wonder Otho. English, c. 1800. $577.

69 AD, for 3 months, silver denarius 
of Vitellius, the biggest of all Roman 
emperors, at over 300 pounds with 
average height. Obv: his laureate bust 
Rev: Concordia seated NGC Ch XF, fine 
style, light scratches (very faint) $3477.

69 AD silver denarius of Vitellius Obv: his 
laureate bust Rev: dolphin over tripod, 
raven beneath NGC Fine $477. Raw 
denarius of Vitellius, rev: Vesta enthroned, 
Fine, rough $197.

Glass seal of Vespasian, founder of the 
Flavian dynasty. English c. 1800 chip at 
edge $397.

69-70 AD gold aureus of the victorius 
Vespasian Obv: his laureate bust Rev: 
Caesars Titus and Domitian standing Raw 
EF huge planchet, centered, rare and 
interesting $15,700.

69-79 AD silver denarius of Vespasian 
Obv: his laureate bust in fine style Rev: 
team of oxen awaiting commands NGC 
Ch AU $1977.

71 AD silver denarius of Vespasian from 
the Ephesus mint, Obv: his laureate bust 
Rev: Concordia enthroned Raw razor 
sharp, ultra high relief strike on too small 
planchet Abt Unc toned $477.

73 AD gold aureus of Titus, as Caesar (heir 
to the throne, first in line) under his father 
Vespasian Obv: laureate bust of Titus Rev: 
Pax standing next to column, holding olive 
branch and winged caduceus, sacrificing 
at tripod lebes Raw razor sharp abt Unc, 
reverse light scratches and digs, edge cut. 
$17,700.

79-81 AD silver denarius of Titus Obv: 
his laureate bust Rev: dolphin entwined 
around anchor NGC AU, premium 
centering and flan size $2477.

73 AD gold aureus of Domitian as Caesar 
(heir to throne, though 2nd in line) under 
his father Vespasian Obv: laureate bust 
of Domitian Rev: Domitian on prancing 
horse Raw VF/Fine, rev smoothed scrs in 
field $3775.

88 AD silver denarius of Domitian Obv: 
his laureate bust Rev: Minerva standing 
helmeted and robed, shield at feet, 
holding spear and thunderbolt NGC  
Ch XF premium centering, huge planchet 
size $777.

92-93 AD silver denarius of Domitian, 
last of the Twelve, Obv: his laureate bust 
Rev: Minerva standing Raw EF, nice orig 
surfaces, light deposits $177.
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Nicely made and preserved Roman 
bronze statue of the goddess Fortuna with 
base. On base it stands 4” high. c. 100 
BC-300AD. $1977.

Nicely made Roman c. 100 BC to 500AD 
silver fibula, or toga pin. Almost 4” long. 
$577.
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
