» Generdlly accepted as an Archangel.
His name means “Strength of God”. He
appears to be a prophetic angel,
bringing forth messages regarding the
Christ of God.

»Zacharias -John the Baptist’s
father

»The virgin Mary

»Each of these visits involved
Messianic Revelations
