“Senior at Seven”  Pets don’t age like people do, they age 
much faster.  Many are considered seniors by age 7
Comprehensive exams

	 Twice-a-year comprehensive physical exams 
	 Free Medical Exams*

Vaccines
	 Annual vaccines based on your dog’s lifestyle, age, and health status
	 Dogs also receive kennel cough vaccine (Bordetella) twice a year

Diagnostics
	 Twice-a-year intestinal parasite test
	 Heartworm test
	 A complete blood cell count that tests for anemia, inflammation, 	

	 infection, bone marrow dysfunction, and other problems 
	 A chemistry profile that detects internal organ function (liver, kidney, 	

	 pancreas, and intestinal tract), endocrine system (diabetes), 		
	 electrolytes, and muscle/bone

	 A T4 checks for thyroid disease - common in dogs
	 Urinalysis assesses the function and health of the kidneys and 	

	 urinary bladder 
	 Tonometry measures the pressure in each eye to test for glaucoma, 

	 a disease that is painful and can lead to blindness 
	 One Ear Cytology test (detects Ear Infection)

Complete parasite prevention
	 Twice-a-year Deworming (roundworms & hookworms)
	 12 months of Heartworm and Flea preventative recommended 	

	  (Once a month year round)

Our Senior Wellness & Dental Plan includes all of the services in 
our Senior Wellness Plan plus a professional dental cleaning. 
Because 85% of pets over age 3 have dental disease, a 
professional dental cleaning will slow the progression of dental 
disease and treat the infection.

	 Anesthesia and monitoring equipment
	 Oral examination of each tooth while the patient is

	 Scaling above and below the gum line to remove  			 

	 plaque and tartar with an ultrasonic scaler and 			 
	 hand instruments

	 2 Dental X-rays as needed
	 Polishing with a fine grit polish to smooth any 			 

	 minor defects on the tooth surface
