If your pet is due for any vaccinations or testing they will be given at the owner’s expense.

All dogs must be current on Heartworm Prevention.  For dogs older than 6 months, proof of heartworm prevention is required or we will require the dog be tested for heartworm disease at the owner’s expense.

Pre-anesthetic bloodwork for my 7 year old or younger pet.

Intravenous fluids given during anesthesia and/or surgery help to maintain body temperature, blood pressure, and allow rapid administration of drugs should an emergency situation develop.  If blood pressure drops during the procedure it is more difficult to then place an IV catheter and valuable time may be lost. This delay could result in the death of your pet. Patients undergoing non-elective surgery will have a catheter in place.  This is only an optional in elective procedures.  (Note: A small area of hair will be clipped on a front leg).


The cost for this service has been discounted to $70.60 ADDITIONAL.

There will be an additional charge for animals that are in heat, pregnant, or excessively overweight that are undergoing a spay/neuter surgery.  Pain control will be included in the cost of the spay/neuter.

There will be an additional charge for cats over 12 lbs undergoing declaw surgery.  This charge is for the additional take home pain medication that will be dispensed in order to keep your pet comfortable after surgery.

**We are now offering Dental Radiographs.  This service allows us to get a better look at your pets’ teeth and jaw bone. With Dental Radiographs we are able to see what is going on under the gum line.  This will allow us to personalize the dental process with your pets’ needs, and we will keep a record of these x-rays on file for future comparison.

however, I would like to decline this additional service.
Many times during the course of a dental procedure, teeth must be extracted or gum tissue must be removed due to severe periodontal disease.  Sometimes this can be the source of your pets’ pain or the cause of bacteria collecting in pockets along the gums that cause your pets’ bad breath.  These procedures can cost $40 to over $500 depending on what must be done.
