· Pre-anesthetic labwork as indicated (for an additional fee)

· Pre-anesthetic exam by the surgeon.

· Pre-anesthetic sedation and pain medication.

· Anesthetic by injection.

· Placement of an endotracheal tube for the administration of oxygen and gas anesthesia.

· Multi-parameter patient monitors for heart rate, ECG, blood pressure, oxygen saturation, temperature, and respiration.
· Circulating warm water blanket and/or warm air blanket during surgery and recovery.

· Body temperature monitoring during and after surgery.

· Sterile surgery packs and procedure.

· Post surgical recovery nurse.

· I.V. fluids as indicated (for an additional fee)

· All patients receive pain medication, customized to fit their needs.
