This letter is to confirm that your pet, _____________________, is scheduled for surgery on __________________.  Our surgery check-in time is 7:00- 8:00 a.m. If you are unable to bring your pet in during this time please contact our office and we will make other arrangements. 
Enclosed you will find a surgery release/preanesthetic testing form. Please read and complete this form, and bring it with you when you drop your pet off for surgery.  Preanesthetic bloodwork gives the doctor an inside look at your pet’s vital organs. We are especially concerned with the health of the liver and kidneys as these organs help the body get rid of the medications used during anesthesia. We strongly recommend completing this simple bloodwork to help ensure the safety of your pet.
PRE- SURGERY CHECKLIST
* Withhold all food and water after 11 p.m. the night before your pet’s procedure. 

* Pets that are 10 Lbs or less can have water 

* Complete/ Sign Surgery Release/Preanesthetic Testing Form.
*Vaccines required –

Feline: RCPC and a Rabies Vaccine

Canine: DHLPP, Bordetella, Rabies, and if your pet is over 9 months we also require a Heartworm check within the past year.

* Give lots of extra love and kisses. 

All surgery patients at Waverly Animal Hospital are closely monitored with state of the art instrumentation. Our patients are monitored with a multi-parameter monitor for oxygen saturation, heart rate, ECG, blood pressure, respirations, and temperature.  This technology, along with preanesthetic screening, helps to reduce the risk of anesthesia to its lowest level. In addition, your pet will receive analgesic injections to minimize any pain that might be experienced post surgery.
