OBEDIENCE

WE WILL TEACH YOUR PUPPY THE BASIC COMMANDS SUCH AS:
SIT, STAY, DOWN, COME

PUPPY BEHAVIOR

THIS PUPPY CLASS WILL COVER “NORMAL” PUPPY BEHAVIORS, BUT DOES NOT COVER AGGRESSIVE
OR EXTREME DOG BEHAVIORS.

NORMAL BEHAVIORS INCLUDE

MOUTHING PEOPLE
EXCESSIVE SNIFFING
JUMPING ON PEOPLE
EXCESSIVE LICKING
CHEWING
STEALING THINGS
JUMPING

CLASS SCHEDULE

THE CLASS LASTS FROM 6-7 WEEKS AND MEETS ONE EVENING EACH WEEK
APPROXIMATELY ONE HOUR. THE CLASS ONLY CONSISTS OF 6-7 FAMILIES IN
EACH SESSION IN ORDER TO ACCOMMODATE TO EVERYONE’S NEEDS.
YOUR PUPPY WILL ALSO BE ABLE TO SOCIALIZE WITH OTHER DOGS DURING
CLASS TIME WHICH WILL INCREASE THEIR ABILITY TO SOCIALIZE IN OTHER
SITUATIONS. THE CLASS CONCENTRATES ON PUPPIES BETWEEN
THE AGES OF 9 WEEK TO 10 MONTHS OF AGE.

FOR YOUR FAMILY TO BE SUCCESSFUL, YOU MUST TAKE PART IN ALL SESSIONS
AND PRACTICE THE EXERCISES AT HOME. WE ASK THAT YOU SPEND
30 MINUTES EACH DAY (2 X 15 MINUTES OR 3 X 10 MINUTE
SESSIONS). THESE SESSIONS CAN BE SPLIT BETWEEN FAMILY MEMBERS.
