SURGERY PREPARATION

Please follow these surgery preparation instructions:

1. No food for your pet after 10:00 PM the night before surgery. 

2. No water for your pet after 7:00 AM the day of surgery.

3. On the day of surgery, please arrive to admit your pet at the time listed above.  If this time is not possible for you, you may call to schedule another admission time or have your pet admitted the evening before surgery.

4. Inform us of all medications given during the 24 hours before surgery.  

5. Be sure we have a phone number where you can be reached at all times for questions or emergencies. 

Vaccinations and Pet Health:  In order for your pet to be hospitalized for routine surgery, we must ensure their vaccinations are current and that they are free of parasites.  All pets will be checked for fleas and treated if needed.  Vaccinations that are not up to date will be given while your pet is with us.  Please provide a history of these vaccinations:

1. Dogs:  Distemper, rabies, and kennel cough vaccines. 

2. Cats:  Distemper and rabies vaccines.

What will happen in the hospital?

1. Pre-surgical Examination:  The Rutland Veterinary Clinic and Surgical Center uses the safest anesthetic available (isoflurane) for all of our surgery cases. Whenever an animal undergoes anesthesia and surgery, some risk is involved. The amount of risk depends on many factors, including age, general physical condition, and the condition of the heart and other organs. It has been found that risks can be greatly reduced if certain bodily functions are evaluated before giving an animal an anesthetic.  Therefore we will routinely perform a physical exam and pre-anesthetic blood screening. 

2. Preparation and Sterilization:  Skin around the surgical site is clipped and scrubbed thoroughly with an antiseptic.  Drapes and instruments are sterilized.

3. Monitoring:  Specially trained veterinary assistants monitor heart and respiratory functions continuously during the operation. 

What Will Happen After Surgery? 

1. Post surgical care:  Your pet will recover from anesthesia in the surgery recovery area, and will be seen by the doctor and his trained staff throughout the day.  Skilled nursing care is constantly available, including a trained night attendant in the hospital every night.  A Veterinarian is on call 24 hours a day. 

2. Pets will stay overnight and be re-evaluated during the following morning for comfort, healing, appetite and elimination. 

3. Discharge Instructions:  Discharge appointments after 2:00 PM are scheduled with trained staff, to provide you with information you will need to properly care for your pet after surgery.
