Holly, mistletoe, and 
poinsettia plants are 
beautiful for the holi-
days, but they can be 
poisonous to your pet. 
Fall thunderstorms 
and New Years’ fire-
works are approach-
ing. Here are things 
which has helped 
Forrest with his noise 
phobia:

Pets can get stressed 
over the holidays with 
activity, people, and 
other pets they are 
not used to. Watch for 
open doors. They may 
get scared and run 
away. Be sure that 
your pet has a        
microchip and/or ID 
tags on them. Watch 
for signs of fighting 
between pets,        
especially over food 
or toys. Be sure     
visiting pets don’t 
have fleas. We can 
dispense Capstar 
which will kill the fleas 
on dogs and cats 
within 2 hours. 

Gift Ideas 
We recommend toys 
to keep your pet      
active. Obesity is such 
a problem with pets. 
We recommend     
rubber tires, Kongs, 
Chuck-It, and frisbees 
for your dog. For cats, 
we recommend fuzzy 
balls, catnip, tree   

 
climbers, and laser 
toys. Avoid rope toys 
with excess strings.
