
Referees:

. Before the game begins the referee will:
-Have the children tap their shin guards with their

knuckles
-Check for soccer cleats
- Check for jewelry earrings chains etc.
Go to center of field and blow whistle to start the game Q!!
time.

. Tell the kids to get right back up and not try to kick
the ball when they are on the ground.

. As soon as the goalie gets the ball, blow the whistle
loudly to stop play immediately.

. Alwa~ blow the whistle loudly - children pay
attention and willieam from it.

Coaches:

. All coaches and assistant coaches should stay on one
side of the field for the duration of the game. The
designated side is opposite the fans/bleachers. This
will enable parents to see their children play and also
allow the referees to run freely with the children.

. No parent Q! coach is permitted to stand on or near the
goal line. It is the coach' s responsibili~ to move any
parent or coach back to their designated area.

. Read the rules below regarding shin guards being
-covered by socks and advise parents/guardians.

. Instruct your players to take a knee if a player is
injured and is being tended to on the field.
