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This study aims to analyze the effect of bank size and capital adequacy
ratio on profitability with non-performing loan ratios as moderating variables in
banking companies listed on the Indonesia Stock Exchange for the 2016-2020
period. The population in this study were 45 banking companies listed on the
Indonesia Stock Exchange for the 2016-2020 period. The technique used in
sampling is purposive sampling, so that a sample of 19 banking companies is
obtained. The data analysis tool uses Partial Least Square (PLS). The results of
the analysis show that bank size has a positive and significant effect on
profitability in banking companies listed on the Indonesia Stock Exchange for the
2016-2020 period using the bootstrapping method. The Capital Adequacy Ratio
has a positive and significant effect on the profitability of banking companies
listed on the Indonesia Stock Exchange for the 2016-2020 period using the
bootstrapping method. Credit risk is not able to moderate bank size on
profitability in banking companies listed on the Indonesia Stock Exchange for the
2016-2020 period using the bootstrapping method. Credit risk is not able to
moderate the Capital Adequacy Ratio on profitability in banking companies listed
on the Indonesia Stock Exchange for the 2016-2020 period using the
bootstrapping method.
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
