ABSTRACT

The purpose of this thesis is to understand the impact of Regional Original Income,
Economic Growth, Special Allocation Funds and General Allocation Funds on the distribution of
capital expenditures to Municipalities and/or Regencies in Indonesia North Sumatra, Indonesia.

The research sample used was purposive sampling. Thirty-nine samples were involved in
this exploration, consisting of municipalities and/or districts in North Sumatra. The observations
used in this thesis are analysis, statistics, hypothesis testing, and the classic assumption test. The
information used in the thesis is secondary information.

In the investigation, the findings show that Economic Growth, General Allocation Funds,
Special Allocation Funds and Regional Original Revenues have a good and statistically
significant impact on capital expenditures. Partial or partial impact of Special Allocation Funds
and Regional Original Revenue on Capital Expenditures can be seen concretely, although not
concretely visible impacts on General Allocation Funds and Economic Growth on Capital
Expenditures.
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
