CHAPTER I
FOREWORD

1. BACKGROUND PROBLEM
The current pandemic that has occurred in recent years has caused a lot of grief and loss in
every place around the world. The not only loss of material, economic, and health and loss of
loved ones. The pandemic is also actually detrimental to humans in the field of human resources
itself. Education is the most important tool in the sustainability of a country. If human resources

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assessments in life skills and aspects. Not to mention the various problems and obstacles that
occur when online learning takes place.

Whereas the ideals of national education clearly show that education must be able to
develop capabilities, shape the character and civilization of a dignified nation to educate the
nation's life, it also aims to be spiritually proficient, has faith in God Almighty, has a noble,
creative, and responsible personality. , independent and democratic.

Therefore, education is not just about learning material. Education must also be able to
summarize attitudes to God Almighty, the surrounding environment, and great responsibility
towards oneself. Not only that, the importance of effective assessment (the realm of life), the
environment also determines character.
