As plaster and ceramic are porous
materials, we recommend the
following processes to achieve a
quality painted finish.
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Take care when handling plaster
and ceramic parts as the material is
naturally brittle.

If the material has picked up any
dark marks before painting, these
can be removed using either a clean
white eraser, or P600 grit sandpaper
for heavier marks. This will ensure
they do not show through the paint.

Mask off any electrical components
(e.g. lamp holders, LEDs).

Take care when removing masking to
ensure edges are even and straight.

Do not paint the plaster or ceramic
part whilst it is fitted to the wall. This
will leave unsightly cracks around
the edge of the product and may
result in unwanted light spill.
