In the chart below, Unshackle Upstate illustrates how the state budget should return to the level it was in 2000 – $77.5 billion. The budget should then be adjusted according to the consumer price index to reach no more than $109 billion by 2015. To achieve that goal, the coalition proposes that this year’s budget be reduced by nearly $12 billion. Then the budget should decrease by at least $2 billion per year to meet the 2015 goal (see graph below).
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
