STUDENT DAILY SCHEDULE:  
School starts for all students on Monday, August 25. The daily schedule is as follows:

Commencing September 15h Kgn. Extended Day Dismissal 1:45 PM* 
*Kindergarten Students will have an Extended Day Dismissal ONE Day a Week.  Teachers will 
be sending home a student schedule. 
 
ALL SCHOOL SITES for Wednesday (Minimum Day Dismissal):  
 Kgn. - 6th Grade Start Time: 8:00 AM 
 Kgn. - 6th Dismissal Time: 12:30 PM 
  

Before school supervision begins at 7:45 a.m. 
After school supervision ends at 2:45 p.m. on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, Friday.

DISTRICT MINIMUM DAYS FOR PARENT TEACHER CONFERENCES: 
The District sets aside two weeks each school year for parent-teacher conference 
weeks.  To provide quality time for parents to meet with teachers, students are 
dismissed early every day Monday through Friday of these conference weeks, which 
allow teachers time to meet with each parent.  Early dismissal is referred to as a 
minimum day (see the minimum day schedule above – dismissal at 12:30 p.m.).

The 2008/2009 electronic class lists will be posted on the District website on Friday, 
August 22nd  at 5:00 p.m. through Monday, August 25th.  Parents who lack Internet access 
at home are encouraged to visit a public library to gain Internet access at no charge.   
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The District is mailing a letter to DMUSD parents that will provide parents with 
information to access the 2008/2009 electronic class lists on the District website.  With 
the child’s Student ID number and birth date parents will be able to access the following:   
teacher name, room number and the first names with last name initial of the other 
students in the class.  

 
When parents access the 2008/2009 class lists at the website, both new and returning 
parents will be asked to provide the District with a current e-mail address.  We are 
optimistic that every DMUSD parent will register their e-mail address so that we can 
provide all DMUSD families with important electronic communication during the 
2008/2009 school year, including site/district newsletters, and information concerning 
Board meetings, site PTAs, After School Child Care, school and all other important 
information.  Please Note:  The District maintains the same confidentiality with e-mail 
addresses as it does with all other student information provided on student enrollment forms.  
The District does NOT distribute parent e-mail addresses to other organizations.

The San Dieguito Union School District will continue to provide National School Lunch 
Program services to DMUSD students during the 2008/2009 school year.  More 
information about the 2008/2009 lunch program will go home with students on the first 
day of school.

The 
District is asking parents and staff to use Carmel Mountain Road as 
the approach to Sage Canyon School, instead of Amberglades.
