We purchased 
our home in Del Mar with the understanding that we would have the opportunity to send our 
children to Del Mar Hills Academy.   
  
Our son and daughter are just starting their elementary school experience at Del Mar Hills as 
kindergartners in Mrs Barton and Mrs Mullins class.  We chose this school after much 
consideration and research.  We attended open houses last spring and presentations by both Hills 
and Heights Schools.  In addition, we even explored a private school.  We chose Del Mar Hills 
Academy of Arts and Science for our children's elementary school education.

7.  The Performing Arts Center is an exceptional gathering and performance center to which we 
look forward to many wonderful events and performances throughout our childrens' education at 
Del Mar Hills.
