DISTRICT MINIMUM DAYS FOR PARENT TEACHER CONFERENCES:

To provide quality time for parents to meet with teachers, students are
dismissed early every day Monday through Friday of these conference weeks, which
allow teachers time to meet with each parent. Early dismissal is referred to as a
minimum day (see the minimum day schedule above — dismissal at 12:30 p.m.).
