Good Shepherd is a leading youth development, education and family service agency.  We are a recognized leader in the development of innovative service models and high quality programs and the winner of the inaugural 2007 New York Times Company Non-Profit Excellence Award for overall management excellence.  Each year, we work with more than 20,000 vulnerable New Yorkers through more than 70 programs in the Bronx, Brooklyn, and Manhattan which include:

· After-School Centers and Camps - 2,000 children have a safe place to learn, play, and expand their horizons when school is out. 
· Educational Support Services - 1,700 youth who are falling behind in school are helped to get back on track.
· Multiple Pathways to Graduation Programs - 4,000 youth who are off-track gain a second chance to earn a high school diploma or GED. In June 2008, more than 1,000 of them achieved this goal.
· Employment and Career Preparation - 600 youth prepare to enter the world-of-work through stipended internships and skills training.
· Family Support Programs - 98% of 2,000 children served are able to avoid foster care placement through our work to strengthen their families. 
· Foster Boarding Home and Adoption Services - 500 youth who are unable to live at home find safe and nurturing temporary homes with trained foster parents.
· Residential Services - More than 600 at-risk youth are provided with a safe place to live and counseling services in one of our six group homes.
