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HOPE worldwide is a faith-based relief and development organization founded in 1991 that is dedicated to serving the poor and needy.  Our global community of employees, trained volunteers and partner organizations brings hope and changes lives by providing humanitarian aid to more than 1 million people annually on all six occupied continents.  We educate, train and serve through community outreach; disease control; medical training and care; development assistance, and disaster relief.

Plight of the Poor
Natural disasters often focus media attention on the plight of their victims.  But those who battle poverty on a daily basis rarely make the news.  More than half the world’s people live on less than $2 per day – their lives representing an all-consuming struggle for basic survival.  In a world of plenty, tens of thousands die daily from the hunger and disease associate with extreme poverty.  Many more lose all hope.

Developing Innovative Approaches
HOPE worldwide does not shy away from large challenges.  We are providing opportunities for at-risk youth in the U.S. through after-school, Saturday and summer programming; helping rebuild homes destroyed by Hurricane Katrina in the Gulf Coast; fighting the HIV/AIDS pandemic and its consequences in Africa and around the world; building an new health care system in Cambodia; and constructing an irrigation system that will provide essential water for 100 villages in Afghanistan.  These complex challenges defy simple solutions and typically require new and innovative approaches, prompting us to develop “best practices” that have made HOPE worldwide a recognized leader in fighting poverty.
Creating Lasting Solutions
The poor typically work hard but struggle to break the cycle of poverty that can span generations.  By building partnerships, engaging local leaders, and leveraging available resources, we develop integrated solutions to the underlying problems of poverty on a non-sectarian basis.  Whether it’s teaching new job skills, training teachers or improving access to health care, our people work with communities through Centers of HOPE worldwide to create sustainable solutions that go beyond addressing the symptoms of distress.
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
