· Wachovia Community Outreach Program – Charlotte, N.C. – Three focus areas for civic engagement are hunger, homelessness, and education. Holiday Meal for Our Neighbors in Need (December) - 50 volunteers from JWU (students, staff, and faculty) cook and serve a full dinner to over 150 low-income individuals. Created partnership with the David H. Murdock Research Institute in Kannapolis, NC and UNC-Chapel Hill Nutrition Institute, to develop and support public education and student focused programming for delivery at both the Kannapolis and JWU campuses.
