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Mission

The New York City Coalition Against Hunger (NYCCAH) represents the more than 1,200 soup kitchens and food pantries in New York City and the 1.3 million low-income New Yorkers who are forced to use them. 
The Coalition works to meet the immediate food needs of low-income New Yorkers and enact innovative solutions to help them move "beyond the soup kitchen" to self-sufficiency.

Programs at the New York City Coalition Against Hunger
· Emergency Food Action Center (EFAC) provides comprehensive technical assistance to food pantries and soup kitchens.

· The AmeriCorps*VISTA program provides full-time skilled volunteers to feeding programs across the city who assist with technical assistance, capacity building, and network building.
· The AmeriCorps *State program offers the opportunity for hands-on direct service at kitchens, pantries and anti-poverty organizations across the city.
· The Farm Fresh Initiative organizes a mixed-income Community Supported Agriculture (CSA) project which distributes fresh foods to soup kitchens and food pantries.  The program accepts food stamps and offers flexible payment options. 

· Interfaith Voices Against Hunger (IVAH) engages religious and civic leaders and people of varied faiths in advocating for intensified government action to alleviate hunger.  

· In the Policy & Development program, the Coalition engages in legislative research and analysis for the New York City Council, New York state legislature, and U.S. Congress. The Coalition also releases the Annual Hunger Survey, which is the city's most comprehensive annual study of hunger.  
· The Communications Initiative informs New Yorkers about hunger issues through the news media, the Internet, newsletters, and other creative ways to draw public attention and debate to the critical problem of hunger.  
· The Benefits Outreach program trains agencies and volunteers to provide outreach for a variety of public assistance and work support programs.  
· The Technology Project enables kitchens and pantries to better use computer hardware and software to improve services for their clients.  
· The Volunteer Matching Center matches volunteers with emergency food programs in need, in particular those that need long-term professional services.
