The Early Adventure Zone ministry exists 
to establish strong first impressions of faith 
in children while engaging families to
passionately pursue Christ.

In the Early Adventure Zone we want 
every preschooler to hear God’s Word, 
know God’s Word, and do God’s Word 
by learning to apply it to their lives. We 
want children to feel welcomed and loved, 
and families to be known by name, cared 
about, and prayed for.

Parents, we go to great lengths in our 
security so that you can be completely 
confident that your child is safe and secure 
while in our care.

We believe following Christ is the greatest 
adventure one could ever embark on, and 
we are reaching out to children and young 
families throughout the River Valley to join 
us in this life-changing adventure.

1. Preschoolers, teachers, and administrative 
staff who have completed background checks 
are the only persons permitted in preschool 
rooms once the session has begun.

2. Sick children will not be accepted in a class-
room if a child displays fever, rash, heavy cough, 
extremely runny nose, colored mucous discharge, 
diarrhea, or symptoms of any other contagious 
disease.

3. Children can only be checked in and out of 
classrooms with proper security identification 
stickers.



1. Please keep an updated child information sheet 
in the permanent notebook at the entrance of your 
child’s class. 

2. Beepers are available on 
request.

3. Diaper bags and personal 
property should be labeled 
with your child’s name.

4. A child-to-teacher ratio 
of 2:1 is followed in classes. 

5. Infant care is for babies 6 weeks and older.

6. A private family room is available for nursing 
moms.

The Adventure Club services the child-care needs 
of all ministries of the church outside of regu-
lar Sunday care. The Adventure Club provides 
high-quality, loving care to children while always 
offering a biblical lesson and application to their 
lives. 

All care providers have fully 
completed an extensive min-
istry application and back-
ground check while receiving 
extensive training and care 
preparation.

Age-appropriate curriculum is used throughout 
the Early Adventure Zone for our Sunday morn-
ing discipleship. Biblically based lessons are 
offered on a three-year scope and sequence. 
During these three years your child will study 
all preschool foundational stories at least twice. 
Each weekly lesson is categorized by the levels 
of biblical learning covered:

God • Jesus • The Bible • Creation • Family
Self • Church • Community and World
