Awana Celebrates 10 Years at Zion 

On Sunday, January 25, we celebrated Awana 
Sunday.  Thank you Zion for 10 years of sup-

porting the Awana Program.  In those ten years, 
with an average of 110 clubbers per year, we 

have served over 1,000 clubbers; and have had 
over 650 “servants” or volunteers to work with 

the children. This equals over 40,000 hours of 
volunteer time.   
This year we are averaging 165-175 clubbers 

and servants on any single Awana night.  Our 
kitchen crew serves over 3,400 meals in an 

Awana year which last 31 weeks.  That means 
over 34,000 in the past 10 years. 

Congratulations to Thomas Dozier for earning 
the most prestigious Awana Citation Award.  It 
involves memorizing over 836 verses, reading 

the entire Bible and completing 10 third through 
12th grade handbooks and manuals.

Call to Ministry – Greeting Visitors 
The following is a list of ways congregations, and more specifically you as a member of a congregation, can 
love any and all who walk through your doors. (adapted from the book Now Go Forward by J. David 
Eschelmal who says “Loving unbelievers the way Jesus did is the most overlooked key to growing a church…
The command to love is the most repeated command in the NT, appearing at least 55 times.”) 

 1.  Every member is a host and not a guest. Making visitors feel welcome is the responsibility of church 
members, not the nebulous “church.” 

2.  The most important person for a visitor to talk to in order to feel at home in a new church is you a reg-
ular attender. 

3.  Treat first time visitors as guests of God, not strangers. 
4.  Smile at everyone, offer your hand; look people in the eye. 
5.  Take the initiative, don’t wait for visitors to initiate conversation.  Tell them you’re glad they are here. 
6.  Learn people’s names and remember them. 
7.  Ask questions and learn about your guests. 
8.  Listening is a very effective way to show love. 
9.  Greet children at their lever. Let children be children. 
10.  Never let new people sit alone.  Go to them. 
11.  Invite them to fill out a visitor registration card. 
12.  Pray for them throughout your week. 
13.  Be yourself.  You are loving! You have a good thing going! You have the capacity to love more peo-

ple, and love more deeply.  What you give to others will be returned to you! 
Hospitality is not given among Christians; it’s a calling which requires a specific skill set. 

Consider yourself called!
