SEP 4: BANFF TO BUGABOO HELIPAD

TBA Journey today from Banff to the Bugaboo Helipad. (Departure time to be
advised closer to travel date) You will travel today through Banff and Kootenay
National Parks. Your driver and coach host will provide commentary as you travel
through this geologically significant area.

10:00 am (Mountain Time) Arrive at the helipad for the quick flight to Bugaboo
Lodge. After settling into your room, you'll be outfitted with all the necessary
hiking gear. Lunch at the lodge. Following a helicopter safety talk, fly up for an
afternoon of inspiration and painting in some of the world’s most stunning
mountains. Fly back to the lodge in the afternoon for snacks, beverages, and
relaxation before dinner.

7:00 pm Dinner is served family style, with guests and staff eating together.

SEP 5, 6: FULL DAYS OF PAINTING IN THE MOUNTAINS

7:30 am Optional morning stretch class.

8:00 am Breakfast buffet. After breakfast, choose from a variety of sandwiches
and snacks for picnic lunch in the mountains.

9:00 am We fly by helicopter to the first location of the day. Enjoy the opportunity
to paint ‘en plain air’ with Robert Genn and Liz Wiltzen. Robert and Liz will be
available to provide as much or as little guidance as you need. Depending on the
weather and lighting, we may stay in one spot for a day, or move to a variety of
locations suitable for the group. After a memorable day, fly back to the lodge,
where snhacks, beverages or the sauna and outdoor whirlpool await.*
