JUL 21: BANFF TO BUGABOO HELIPAD 
 
Taxi transfer from your hotel down to the Brewster Transportation Centre. 
7:30 am Depart Banff for the journey by motorcoach to the Bugaboo Helipad.  Light 
breakfast and beverages included for the drive.   
10:00 am (Mountain Time) Arrive at the helipad for the quick flight to Bugaboo Lodge. After 
settling into your room, you’ll be outfitted with all the necessary hiking gear. Lunch at the 
lodge. Following a helicopter safety talk, fly up for an afternoon of hiking in some of the 
world’s most stunning mountains. Fly back to the lodge in the afternoon for snacks, 
beverages, and relaxation before dinner. 
7:00 pm  Dinner is served family style, with guests and staff eating together.

JUL 22, 23:   FULL DAYS OF HELI-HIKING 
 
7:30 am  Optional morning stretch class. 
8:00 am  Breakfast buffet. After breakfast, choose from a variety of sandwiches and snacks 
for your packed lunch in the mountains. 
9:00 am The first helicopter leaves the lodge. Each group of hikers, accompanied by a 
guide, spends the day exploring the immense variety of landscapes in the Bugaboos. After a 
memorable day, fly back to the lodge, where snacks, beverages or the sauna and outdoor 
whirlpool await.

In his travels around the world National Geographic Explorer-in-Residence Wade 
Davis has studied indigenous cultures, psychoactive plants, and ancient rituals, 
including the zombies of Haiti.  He is the recipient of numerous prestigious awards 
including the Gold Medal of the Royal Canadian Geological Society and the 2002 
Lowell Thomas Medal from the Explorer’s Club.  Wade will engage you with his 
presentation The Wayfinders: Why Ancient Wisdom Matters in the Modern World 
which was selected for the 2010 Massey Lectures series. 
 
A remarkable storyteller with a particular passion for the Bugaboo Mountains (an area 
in which he spent time as a teenager), Wade will ignite your curiosity and spark your 
passion for nature on this three-night journey. 
 
 
JUL 24: BUGABOO LODGE TO CALGARY AIRPORT 
 
8:00 am  Breakfast buffet, then prepare for departure. 
9:30 am  First flight out of the lodge. 
11:30 am Depart the Bugaboo Helipad by ground transportation and retrace the journey 
through Western Canada’s national parks to Banff, and Calgary International Airport.  A 
packed lunch is provided for the return trip 
1:30 pm  Arrive in Banff. 
3:30-4:00 pm   Arrive at the Calgary Airport.
