TLC TRAILER HAULING, TRAILER LOADING AND EQUIPMENT MAINTENANCE PROCEDURE
TLC TRAILER RESPONSIBILITY – Tucker Garrison is responsible for the TLC trailer, if you have any questions about the TLC trailer contact Tucker at 828-883-8831, cell 828-736-7225 or tgarrison5@comporium.net

TLC TRAILER HAULING
Security – There are two keys for the trailer, a hitch key and a key for the door pad locks.  Keys for the trailer may be borrowed from Tucker Garrison, Melissa Gunther, or John Hill. CMW is self- insured for the trailer and contents, appropriate security measures should be taken when using the TLC trailer.
Ball size – The hitch requires a 2” ball
Storage – The trailer is stored in a pasture on John Hill’s farm on Jump Cove Road in Weaverville. When picking up or returning the trailer call John, cell phone 828-712-6644, to let him know you are coming and to receive instructions for entering the pasture.
OX Creek Community Center – Most classes are held at OCCC which is less than ½ mile from John’s farm. To position the trailer for unloading, turn just past the landscape island in front of OCCC and circle around it pulling straight into the street, then back the trailer. Backing help is required at OCCC to allow the trailer ramp to be lowered at the entrance to the porch. 
Tire Pressure – Before moving the trailer from John’s farm visually check the tire inflation.  For longer trips check the tire pressure with a gage. The tires should be inflated to 50 psi. 
Trailer Weight – Consider the trailer weight when hauling the trailer. The tongue weight is approx. 200 lbs. and the trailer is approx. 2000 lbs.  The trailer does not have brakes so the stopping distance will be increased.  When possible, plan a route that avoids steep roads.  Longer trips to and from John’s farm should avoid the Blue Ridge Parkway route which has a long, steep hill.
Check Tie Downs- Before moving the trailer open the rear ramp and side door to make sure the lathes are properly tied down. The tie down procedure is stated in the trailer loading procedure.
TLC TRAILER LOADING

Tight fit – There is just enough room to store our TLC equipment in the trailer. It is important to follow the sequence laid out here to fit everything in.
Loadmaster – Designate a loadmaster to read these instructions as the trailer is loaded
STAGE ITEMS BELOW BEHIND THE TRAILER BEFORE LOADING

White Board Easel – Collapse the legs and fold the easel. Store the markers and the eraser in top area of the Red Tool Box. 

Red Tool Box – Tools, lathe spare parts, WD- 40, first aid kit and miscellaneous items are stored in the red tool box. The tool rolls containing the turning tools go on the bottom shelf.
Grey Cart – Six of the lathe tool boxes, mats (folded over once), and canvas covers are stored on the bottom shelf of the cart. Tool boxes first, then mats, and then canvas covers. The remaining 5 lathe tool boxes go on the top shelf of the cart.
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Electrical Cord Box – Electrical cords are stored in the grey plastic container.

Lathe Tray Box – The plywood lathe tool trays are stored in the clear plastic container.
Light Box – The eleven lathe lights are stored in the grey tool box with wheels. Fold the lights into a tight “U” then wrap the cords around the lights.
Lathes – Slide the banjo and tail stock toward the head stock and lock down tight. The banjo should be locked down with it diagonal to the bed so that it does not protrude past the bed. The plug for the lathe electrical cord should be plugged into the outlet strip.
Grinder – Place the electrical plug for the grinder in the hole on the grinder stand.
Compressor -  Coil the air hose and attach it to the side of the trailer above the compressor with the clip provided.
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Trailer Loading

TLC Trailer Loading Sequence  (see diagram)  
1- Place the white board behind the strap on the front left side of the trailer.

2- Hang the face shields on the hooks on the left side of the trailer. 
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3- Load the red tool box first. Place it centered against the front of the trailer. Secure it with the ratchet tie down strap marked ‘red tool box’ attached to the lower U bolts.
4- Place the light box to the left of the red tool box, place the box with the tool trays to the right.

5- Load the grey cart centered against the red tool box and secure it with the other ratchet tie down strap attached to the lower U bolts.
6- Place the electrical cord box and vacuum along the side the grey cart as shown in the trailer loading diagram.
7- Place a tall lathe and a short lathe end to end so that the handles overlap with the lathe stands touching the cart. Lock the casters down with the casters rotated under the lathe stand. Lock the casters down on all lathes as they are loaded, you will not be able to access the casters after lathes are loaded. Tie the long tie down straps that are attached to the front upper U bolts to the bed of the lathes with a 2 half hitch knot.   Move the straps toward the rear of the trailer as additional lathes are loaded. Ignore the lathe position marks on the floor of the trailer.
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8- Place the 3rd lathe against the 2 lathes with it moved to the right as far as it will go while facing the previously loaded lathes.
9- Place the 4th lathe against the previously loaded lathe with it moved to the right as far as it will go. 
10- Place the 5th lathe against the previously loaded lathe with it moved to the right as far as it will go. 
11- Place the 6th and 7th lathes, a tall one and a short one, end to end in the same manner as the first two lathes that were loaded.
12- Load the grinder and remove it from the hand truck. Center the grinder between the U bolts on the right rear side of the trailer with the rear of the grinder against the wall. Secure the grinder with tie down straps provided. Temporarily remover the hand truck from the trailer.
13- Load lathes 8, 9, and 10 in the same manner that 3, 4, and 5 were loaded.
14-  Load lathe 11 against lathe 10 moved to the right against the grinder base.
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15-  Tie the long tie down straps that are attached to lathes 1 and 2 to the handles of lathe 11 with 2 half hitches. Connect the long tie down straps to the trailer floor attachment points with the ratchet end of the tie down straps.
16- Load the air compressor in the left rear of the trailer with the large plastic handle facing the rear of the trailer. Secure it with the larger of the clips attached to the side of the trailer.
17- Place the hand truck against lathe 11, the hand truck does not need to be tied down.
18- Place the two push brooms, dust pan, and dust mop between the last lathes loaded.

ONGOING MAINTENANCE

RUST – Remove any rust on lathe beds with steel wool then coat with WD-40. Steel wool and WD-40 are in the red tool box.

LATHE HEIGHT – The lathe stands have been cut at three different heights. The lathes can be further adjusted by removing and replacing the two bolts that attach the lathe to the stand
LATHE DRIVE BELTS – The mini-lathe belts can be ruined if they are overly tightened.  Do not over tighten
TAIL STOCK QUILL –  If the quill does not move when the tail stock wheel is turned the set screw is probably loose.  To correct loosen the set screw and remove the wheel to observe where the set screw depression is on the shaft then reinstall the wheel and tighten the set screw.

Tie Down Ratchets – Hang two ratchets above the rear side of the trailer. When using the ratchets snug the straps tightly before ratcheting.  If too much strap is wound on the ratchet it is very difficult to get undone. Do not over tighten the ratchets.
