LESSON 2:
FINDING & DEFINING THE ISSUES

Are there problems or issues that you notice in your school or community?
What are they? How can you communicate them to those around you?

Now that you know you are creative (Lesson 1), we invite you to apply your creative 
energy towards identifying an important issue about your learning community.

Teachers, problem-solving has long been central to education, but lately the focus 
has shifted to problem-based learning and even more recently to problem fi nding. 
We want students to engage with problems which even the teachers do not know 
the answers to. Students should be inspired to come to school because they are 
producing something of particular value. Helping students discover problems of 
interest to them is an essential part of developing an intrinsic motivation to learn.
The following activities will help students fi nd and defi ne important issues.

>>Activities
1. As a class, think of things in your school or community that you would like 

to change. Create a list that clearly defi nes the issues. You may then want 
to choose to work in small groups that can be formed around each issue to 
further defi ne and clarify the problems.

2. Individually, describe why the change you propose for your problem is 
important to the creative health of your school or community.

3. Using any art form you choose (including: digital media, dance, sculpture, 
music…), create a campaign to foster awareness for your issue.
