BOOK FUNDS FOR YEAR 1915=16

The money available for the purchése and binding of books and periodicals
for the year 1915-16 is $31,758.03, as shown by the accompanying statement.

This total comprises the amounts appropriated from the income of the

several book funds by the Trustees for the current year, plus the earnings
of these funds above five per cent for the year ending August 1st, 1915, and
the accumulated balances not expended.

In 1891 the present plan of distribution of the book funds was adopted by
the Council, based upon the principle of giving recognition, in the general
list of departments, to all subjects taught here, and adding a few subjects
not thus cared for, thus recognizing all subjects by a moderate appropria-
tion, sufficient to supply at least the most important current literature of

each subject and yet maintaining the principle of keeping the expenditure .’
The need for*

for this list within about one-third of the total expenditure.
books, however; is not in proportlon to the officers of instruction, nor is it
possible to state justly the relative importance of subjects to each other.
Weak or neglected departments of the Library mast be treated on different
grounds from some others. Therefore it was believed that this could be
best managed by leaving thereserve fund large, tobeassigned at thé wisdom
of the Council in supplemental grants to the departments making the most
cogent requests. It was resolved that this system should be thas explained
in the statement sent to each officer at the beginning of the year, and that
no grants should be made from the reserve fund before the second Wednes-
day in November of each year.

At the meeting of the Council held Oct. 13, 1915, the amount shown on
this statement was allowed each department. The tqtal sum allowed was
$8,575, leaving a balance in the Sage Fund of $9.452.39.

From this balance, the Council further approprlatéd $4,500 to the general
periodical fund, §1,000 to the discretionary fund, t¢’ 'be used forthe purchase
of books, etc., not included under the specific dlvmon provided for, and
$1,000 for the completion of sets now mcomplgte in the lerary, so far as
they can be completed. This further reduces the balance in the Sage fund
to $2,952.39 which balance has heretofore been held as a reserve fund,
chargable with certain continuations from'" former grants, and for special
grants on request from departments, to supplement the regular appropriation.

From the Fiske fund, by action of the Trustees, provision is made for
binding periodicals, books, etc. For this purpose $2.500 was appropriated
by the Library Council, leaving a balance in this fund of $7,229.

The other funds given in the list Are not subject to disposal, other than
for purposes for which they were given.

There remains at the disposal of the Council forspecial grants, to provide
for unusual needs in any depar;ment the sum of $10,181.39, the balance of
the Sage and Fiske funds.

Any balances of approprlat)ons to departments not used up by June 1st of

“éach year, by action of the Council, revert to the general fund at the dis-

posal of the Council.
