The exception is Gibralter, Generel Werlimont heving requested that all

inquiries be made to him, as this territory is regarded as a partieularly ticklis
business.

1) A4t the moment no intervention in Greece is intended. Nor for the moment is
anything to be undertesken with regard to Crete.

2)s The question of beginning preperstion- in Libye in conjunction with Itely
is to be exauined in the light of s report by General Ritter von Thome: which
will be received during the next few days.

In the light of this report e proposal is to be submitted to the Fdhrer _ o
by Field Marshall Kéitol with regard to strength required, date of offensive, otet
Field Mershall Keitel and Marshal Badoglio will then meet in mid-November and will:
settle details. Large-scale prepearations should not be cxpected beforc then.

The Quartermaster-Gerersl (Colonel Langemeyer) has been informed by us of th
necessity for timcly disposel of specizl war materizl, cquipment end clothing.

3). No orders respecting "Fall QOst' (Case East) have beon given and no orders are
te bc expscted at the moment.

At the moment the Russian sction against Rumania is dismissed as a trifling :
matter.

Transports to Rumania are procecding according to plan as ordered by the
Fahrer and sre not to be speeded up.

4)s No a2ctivily should be expected at prescnt on the part of Spain. The
conversation botween the Fdhrer and Frinco therefore covered only cconomic
collaboration and long-term developments.
