SUBJ2CT: Documents of the German Besietance MoTemen* 

There are aeTen plaoea where documents of the German resistance BOTement 
are deposited. I am conTinced that theae deoumenta will give proof of the 
fact that part ef the German people and a pert of the German General Staff 
fought Hitler, thereby endangering their liTea. 

1. The main file ia in the Lueneburger Heide. It ia being looked fer 
by a German, by the name of XERSTENHAF. I think it would be a good 
idea if I had an opportunity to Tlait Eerstenhan in the Lueneburger Heide 
and diacuaa with him the resulte ef his search. Keretenhan trusts me im­
plicitly, while distrusting Americana. 

2. Two memoranda written by Col. General Ton Hammerstein concerning 
Hitler*a seizure of power and the murder of General von Schleicher are 
deposited in the Bank of England. I euggeet that Professor BLAHS («n; 
Englishman) be asked to look for the documents. 

3. Ministerial Director BUPPEBff, former Chief of the German Army arcMTee, 
who liTea in Potadam at present, is in possession of notes of Col. General 
Ton Fritsch. The son of von Hammerstein is endeavoring to obtain poeaeaaion 
of these documents. 

4. Ambassador Ton Haasell deposited his notes with Col. Wille in Zurich. 
Hia widow will giTe me a statement authorising me to fetch these papers in 
Zurich. 

5. The agriculturist Rwald Ton Kleist alee deposited his notes with Wille. 
His widow will giTe me the same authorisation as Mrs. Ton Eaesell. 

6. Baron von Guttenberg, who worked for Admiral Oanarie, kept a diary. 
This book ia hidden in a house in Bamberg which ia at present occupied 
by Americana. I suggest that Z be authorised to take this diary from the 
house, together with the Baroness Ten Guttenberg, and under the protection 
of an American officer. 

?. Geerdeler his important files in Switzerland. They are deposited 
in the office of an attorney whose address I know. 2 haTe been in touch 
with Mrs. Goerdeler in order to get her authorisation to haTe these files 
delivered to me.
