I have seen Warlimont who w i l l now submit a p r o p o s a l 
fo r a s ta tement t h a t w i l l r e p r e s e n t t h e views of a group 
of General S t a f f O f f i c e r s on t h e decay of t h e Genera l S t a f f 
under H i t l e r . 

Warlimont has agreed to p r e p a r e a s tudy and a c h a r t 
of t h e General S t a f f system bo th of OKW and OKH. 

He may need t h e he lp of P r e s e n t a t i o n and i n a d d i t i o n 
i t might be wel l i n view of h i s coopera t ion to make 
f a c i l i t i e s a v a i l a b l e t h a t could be of use to him in h i s 
wo r k .
