like an early and ominous dandelion on your
lawn. These are those shops where it is always
Christmas; where chestnuts never stop roasting
on an open-fire; where a transformed Ebenezer
Scrooge cheerily skips down a snowy
Dickensian street; and where even a wet
Monday in February is the season to be jolly.

Now, please don't think I'm going to have one
of those rants that well-meaning clergy often
indulge in at this time of year. 1'm not going to
tell you not to enjoy yourself. Neither am |
going to insist that you 'put the Christ back into
Christmas' or persuade you that 'He is the
reason for the season." You know that already.
Instead I'm going to invite you to wait, be
patient, and get the most out of your Advent.

It really can be a wonderful season, as
transforming and joyful as the Festival it
precedes.

The trouble is that often I'm in a hurry, but
God isn't. | may be impatiently wanting
him to fix this problem or solve that issue,
but he is less anxious. God sees the
benefits of going without for a while. He
knows the advantages of waiting.

This autumn seems to have been unusually
painful for many. Indeed, people fear that our
nation and our world are on the brink of deep
crisis. Some are even talking about cataclysmic
events that change, or even end, life as we
know it. In the middle of this pain, fear and
uncertainty God sends his Advent invite. It's a
message of hope. The world is not out of
control, as some might say. God is in charge
and is 'working his purpose out as year
succeeds to year.! One day he will call ‘time’ on
this sad old, bad old order of things, and
resurrect this suffering creation. God has a
plan - both for his world, and for us
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individually. Look closely. He is bringing it to
completion.

The Advent invite is to be hopeful, to wait and
to be patient. How can we learn patience
unless we are placed in situations where we
tend be become impatient? Why would we
need hope if everything was fine and dandy?
Why would we need to wait if we had instant
perfection?
