The changing nature
of our world and society is compared with
the permanent nature of Spiritual Reality.
You will meet some wonderful friends who
are looking for answers to the same ques-
tions you face in everyday life.

CLOSING

The Happening ends with a closing Eucha-
rist at 3:30 p.m. on Sunday. Parents, fam-
ily, friends, former Happeners and parish-
ioners are encouraged to attend. It is an
incredible service of celebration and a
chance for Happeners to share some of
their experiences about the weekend.
