Disaster/Safety Plan
Each Volunteer with receive a checklist of what they should bring with them.

Hot  Weather

1. Ensure that each volunteer has 1 to 2 litres of water for the day.
2. Approach Canadian Cancer Society for donation of Sun Screen for all volunteers.  (make a volunteer bag)
3. Provide shaded area (Front of school where there are trees and obtain tents from local businesses) and school gym with tables and chairs for rest.
4. Ensure volunteer has hat to wear.
5. Encourage volunteers to take frequent breaks.
Rain 

1. Ensure that there are enough garbage bags to make poncho’s for each volunteer. Orange bags are bigger.
2. Provide dry area for volunteers – School Gym with chairs and tables to sit.
3. Provide warm beverages for volunteers.

4.  Have towels available for drying.

5. Supply umbrellas

Dangerous Weather (thunderstorm etc.)

1. First sign of thunder or lightening or unsafe weather the build will stop
2. Will secure all areas of build if possible.
3. Will ensure that all volunteers are accounted for. Volunteers must check out with volunteer organizers if leaving.

4. All volunteers will move to the gym, will wait 1 hour to see if storm will pass, if not the build will stop and will continue the following day if weather permits. 

5. No volunteers will continue to build during the storm and no volunteers will be allowed on the build unless there has been no  sign of  thunder or lightening for 30 minutes. 

6. If the situation arises that the site is not safe to stay on, volunteers will move to the John Rhodes Centre (pending approval)

7. Arrangements will be made to transport all volunteers to a safer location. 

Continuous communication will be maintained with all build organizers through walkee talkees.
