History

The congregation of Faith Church (FC) has b
committed to the area of discipleship for
ministry service since its birth in 1964. This |,
commitmentextended beyond the equipping of|§
the church itself to include those preparing for
pastoral ministry. Numerous pastoral interns [
have been practically trained at FC. These mg;
have been sent out for vocational ministry in the

United States and around the Wioin addition, by the grace of God, FC also became known for

its emphasis on the sufficiency of Scripture and its cor@ldplical counseling. Faith Biblical
Counseling Ministries, a ministry of FC, has also trained over 12,000 men and women it biblica
counseling through the Biblical Counseling Training Conference and the Basic Training Courses.

As a result of the training emphasis in the church, in 2002 the congregation of FC included in its
five-year strategic plan an initiative to consider andeygroundwork for a churebased

seminary. The congregation believed that a chbeded seminary was a natural extension of

what God had allowed FC to do throughout its history.

Furthermore, the congregation of FC wanted to begin Faith Bible Semir&8y iirorder to
address some growing concerns with the current seminary model. There were three particular
needs that the congregation desired to address: cost, time, and ministry experience.

O«

First, the cost of seminary has quickly outpaced the abilitgost seminarians to

graduate debfree. In addition, many seminarians work ftithe which makes being a
husband and father or wife and mother particularly challenging. Thus, many seminarians
are leaving school with a family unit in need of repair antttbtedness that potentially

limits ministry opportunities.

0 Second, many students face the challenge of not finishing their degrees Wwitlyieads
due, in part, to the high cost and the associatedifod work.

0 Third, many students do nstifficiently engage in practical ministry during their
seminary experience which hinders their preparedness for future ministry.




In an attempt to meet these needs, FBS was legally established in 2005 by FC as a limited
liability corporation. FBS began ihe fall of 2007 by offering a Master of Divinity degree. FBS
graduated its first Master of Divinity class in 2010 with eleven graduates.

In 2007, the church decided to expand the potential influence of FBS by investigating the
possibility of adding a Mast of Arts in Biblical Counseling degree. The new program began in
the summer of 2008. In 2011, FBS graduated eleven MABC students.

Governance

In 2011, the FBS board made the decision to transition from an LLC to a 50}pBafibn
organization. The Intead Revenue Service granted 501c3 status to FBS in 2014. The seminary
is governed by the president who is accountable to a board of directors. FBS also undergoes a
full financial audit each year. Organizational documents and audit reports are available upon
request. The seminary organizational structure is given in Appendix 1.

FBS will admit qualifying applicants within the context of its theological convictions and
purpose statement regardless of race, color, age, national or ethnic origin, or disability.

Advanced Standing

Applicants nay apply for advanced standing based on other work done or proficiencies gained.

0 IntheMaster of Divinity program it may be possible to receive advanced standing for
prior counseling training and the first year Greek and Hebrew courses.
Advanced standing is not available in the Master of Arts in Biblical Counseling program.

Applicants may discuss the possilgiof advanced standing by contacting the seminary office.
FBS administration will either grant advanced standing credit, assign supplemental work before
credit is granted, or require students to take the courses from FBS.

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Transfer Students and Credits

FBS considers its course content to be very important in conferring a degree, therefore, FBS will
not grant credit for courses whose subjects bear minor resemblances to the requirements for a
course in our curriculum. Additionally, students may not eaw transfer credits when

matriculating with FBS.

Transfer Credits

Transfer credits will be awarded based on how well they meet the below criteria,

Advanced Standing

Advanced standing is distinct from transfer credit in that FBS is awarding credit for proven
proficiency in a specific area. FBS will use its discretion to determine which subjects are eligible
for advanced standing. Students and potential stadea welcome to contact FBS to inquire

about which subjects are eligible for advanced standing.

Current Eligible Advanced Standing Eligible Subjects
Greek Language: After their acceptandeDiv. students may request a test to demonstrate their
Greek poficiency and receive course credit.

Hebrew Language: After their acceptandeDiv. students may request a test to demonstrate
their Hebrew proficiency and receive course credit.

Applicants wishing to take courses at another seminary before enadllf®8S should get
advance approval to verify acceptance of those courses.

Due to our interpretation of the Bible, FBS only accepts males into the Master of Divinity
program.

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M.Div. Curriculum

TheM.Div. curriculum was developed based on the traditional excellence that has characterized
American seminaries for the last hundred years. The curriculum is divided along the lines of
Bible Interpretation, Old Testament, (through a study of the Hebrew Bible),Tldstament

(through a study of the Greek New Testament), Church History, Systematic Theology, Missions
and Evangelism, Biblical Counseling, and Practical Theology. Occasionally, depending upon the
need of the students and availability of professors, tstighnges in this curriculum may occur.

TheM.Div. program is only offered once every three years, in sequence, and there are no electives.
As such, if students wish to graduate in 3 years, they must take each class as it is offered or receive
credit forclasses through advanced standing or transfer credit.
