How to silence a timer
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Dick Smith timer Y1023

- Also available at Radio Parts and ?Big W

- Good for the written exams
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Prise open the timer by inserting a medium-sized flat blade screwdriver into the side of the timer (towards the back), one side at a time.
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Lift the top part of the timer forwards to expose the wires to the speaker.
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Cut the red wire leading to the middle part of the speaker with a sharp pair of scissors close to where it touches the speaker (it probably doesn’t matter whether you cut the wire leading to the outside or inside of the speaker).
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If there are any bare copper wires exposed on the loose wire wrap the end in some electrical insulation tape (Sellotape will probably suffice).
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Carefully close the timer taking care not to catch any of the wires as you close it.





Dick Smith timer Y1022

- Good for the clinical exams 
  as it has a clip on the back

1. Unscrew the back of the timer using a Phillip’s head jeweller’s screwdriver. Take care not to lose the screws.


2. Lift the bottom part of the timer upwards to expose the wires to the speaker.









3. Cut the red wire leading to the outside part of the speaker with a sharp pair of scissors close to where it touches the speaker (it probably doesn’t matter whether you cut the wire leading to the outside or inside of the speaker).










4. If there are any bare copper wires exposed on the loose wire wrap the end in some electrical insulation tape (Sellotape will probably suffice).









5. Carefully close the timer taking care not to catch the free wire as you close it. Screw the back of the timer back on.

· If using this timer for the clinical exams take care not to accidentally reset the timer (consider covering the buttons on the top with something)

NOTE:

· Make sure you silence the timer well before the exams

· Practise using the silenced timer(s)

· If you have a stopwatch function on your wristwatch use it as a backup

· If the display goes all funny you may have to solder the wire back on and start again, or buy a new timer and try again (well before the exams).
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
