All potential members are strongly encouraged to visit the gallery and meet informally with the Curator, who co-ordinates the admission process for the Gallery.

Gallery offers members:

· retail opportunity with constant exposure in the Gallery’s display spaces

· artists receive 70% of all sales, with the remaining 30% going to the Gallery

· promotion of artist profile and work on the gallery website

· a feature solo or group show annually

· opportunities to participate in group shows and corporate rentals

· community outreach opportunities in areas of workshop facilitation, teaching art courses, or participation in community events

Responsibilities of Member Artists:

· annual membership fee

· MNG/CAC staffing commitment or alternative

· volunteer commitment to accomplish specific tasks at the Gallery 

· work with the curator to replenish or replace artworks on a regular basis, ensuring a high level of practice, professional framing, and a consistent body of work within the artist’s chosen discipline 

Admission/Jurying:

· occurs annually 

· criteria (see attached sheet)

· the Curator of the Gallery is the non-voting chair of every jury

· The jury includes approximately 5 anonymous members; consisting of a majority of artist members, Board members and/or interested members of the community, etc.

· jurors known to the applicant may excuse themselves

· in the chance that obligations are not met, rejurying may occur for members. 

 Submission Process:






            

· applicant will supply a biography and an artist’s statement

· applicant will supply 3-5 pieces of original art in display condition, with additional material (slides, CD, website etc.) if desired

· artworks to be juried must be submitted to the Gallery a week in advance of the jurying date 
· artworks submitted for jurying must be clearly identified and packaged for protection as these items will be stored in the back of the Gallery during the jurying process
· all candidates will be advised within 10 days of the decision of the jury; the decision of the jury is final with respect to the current application
· An unsuccessful candidate may request, if desired, the jury’s view concerning her/his strengths and areas for improvement.

Categories for the Jurying Process: In evaluating the application of prospective members, the following six points will be taken into consideration, in descending order of importance, i.e. greatest weight will placed on the first category.
1. The artworks create an artistic impact.







The works demonstrate: 
· competence,
· maturity, confidence, professionalism of expression,
· “wow” factor,
· exploration of ideas/depth of meaning,
· originality of concept/innovation.
2. The artworks display technical competence.

The works demonstrate qualities such as:





· confident use of elements/principles of design, 

ie. colour, texture, compositional balance, etc.,
· enhanced detailing work/ finishing,
· innovative handling of medium/media.
3.  The artworks contribute to the range of media represented in the MN Gallery.


Artworks are: 










· appropriate for gallery space ie. size etc.,

· unique, to enhance the existing collection.






4. The artworks show potential for sale in the MNG/CAC target market.


5.  The artist supports the MNG/CAC as a cooperative group.





Artist’s willingness to:








· staff the Gallery 9 shifts a year 

or perform specific leadership tasks (e.g. Webmaster),
· perform various maintenance or administrative tasks,

· volunteer when specific requests are needed for assistance.
Note: the Curator will report to the Jury on this topic following conversation with the applicants.

6. The presentation of the artwork is professional.

· finished and framed professionally, ready to display to the public,
· the jury will consider 3-5 pieces of finished work, as well as a 
supplemental images in any format, ex. CD, website, photographs.
