AUDIOVISUAL PROJECTS 

This category includes all projects involving moving images whether destined for film 

release, television broadcast, DVD release, web broadcast/download or mobile phone 

download. 

 

Only key creative crew should be credited at the start of your programme (restrict yourself 

to Artists, Writer, Producer, Director if any). Preferably, credit everyone involved at the end 

of the programme and try to keep the credit sequence as short as possible and don’t 

include any logos or branding (around 30 seconds max). 

 

You also need to credit Mediabox right at the end of the show. Please find below an 

example of an end card credit. 

 

 
 

AUDIO PROJECTS 

In a piece of radio fiction for example, only key contributors (artist, producer, director) 

should be credited and try and do this in a concise and interesting way. In a factual piece, 

the reporter should introduce him/herself and any key contributors within the narrative of 

the piece.
