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[image: image2.png]Feast of Stories will celebrate and explore the cultural identity of families living in London by sharing stories,
songs and memories.

Children, parents and school staff will become story collectors. Using London 2012 as a starting point and
the fact that over 200 countries compete in the Games, they will work with artists to share stories from their
childhood and how they have been passed down from generation to generation. Participants wil be.
encouraged to talk about stories from their childhood or stories they tell their children. This willlead to
talking about cultural heritage and values, where their stories came from, and how their experiences are
different from their parents or grandparents

Stories will be recorded and available as MP3 files for schools to use on their websites. They wil aiso be on
 dedicated project website 5o that all schools can download each others stories. This will provide access to
a fantastic resource of stories in different languages and from a range of cultures.

Each school can also develop a Feast of Stories where families can share stories and food with each other.
This could be developed into shared feasts between schools and culminate in a bigger event as part of the.
build up to the Games in 2012

countries and their teams of athletes and visitors will have different stories and cultural experiences to
share. What stories do adults and children living in London have to share? How are these stories passed on
from generation to generation? How do stories reflect our own experiences and cultural values?
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This project aims to engage parents more with their children’s learning and provide them with skills to
support their children’s leaming at home. The project will use creative ways to improve pupils' speaking and
listening, reading

‘and writing skills. It aims to raise confidence. aspirations, understanding of other cultures. and to encourage
teachers to develop creative approaches to delivering the curriculum. The project's focus can be adapted to
different areas of the curriculum depending on the school's needs and the age group of the students.

- develop personal and social skils

- enjoy leisure activities at school and with their family

- develop opportunities for parents, carers and families to support leaming.
