Have you ever seen an angel? In what environment do you think angels would show up?
As the 2009 mission trip was coming to a close we had one more activity planned.  We had enjoyed working with many of the Nepali people over the first two weeks. We had spent days celebrating Nepal Christian Children’s Education Fellowship 25th anniversary. During the same time we met the founding pastors and their wives that started the Christian Movement in Nepal. These are the Heroes of faith in Nepal and what a wonderful blessing to meet these wonderful soldiers of the Gospel of Jesus. It was a special blessing to receive their prayers and blessing for our future work in Nepal.

While most of the travel team was getting well deserved time off and last minute shopping a few of us jumped on Yeti Air for a quick one day trip to East Nepal for the dedication of the new training center. The wonderful people of Mt. Paran Church of God in Atlanta, GA provided the finances to build a new NCCEF Training Center. We all had planned to fly out that morning and return the same day. However, Elyia had other plans, as he often does. He had booked the flight for us and changed the plan. We would not be returning until the next morning, which would cause us to risk missing the return flight home with the team. 

We arrived in East Nepal and made the short trip up the highway to the new Training Center. I had walked in the rice field just one year earlier and prayed for God’s blessing. It brought tears to my eyes as it still does as I type this story, to see what God had done. The building was beautiful and much larger than I expected. And because of the new training center other people were also building new homes on the same rice field. Progress in Nepal is such a wonderful sign after so many years of civil war. We had a wonderful time during the dedication as Paul, Greg and Glenn preached and prayed for God’s blessing for the future of the Training Center. 

After the dedication we had some lunch and were still wondering why we were not flying back to Kathmandu when Elyia came in to where we were eating and announced that the Staff Team members were all here and we were going to have a  special staff encouragement program. Glenn and I both needed to speak as 30 plus young leaders of NCCEF had arrived for the planned meeting. Elyia was not sure because of the bandu that the buses would arrive with the staff. That is why he waited until the last minute to let us know what he and Akash were up to.

We sang and worshipped on the stage of the new training center for while in the 90 plus degree temperature. It was hotter than you could imagine as the fans had not yet been installed and the roof was only a thin piece of tin. Glenn shared the love he had for these wonderful volunteer workers and encouraged them to work for the Kingdom of God in East Nepal. No one loves Nepal more than Glenn and they can always feel the Lord’s hand on them when Glenn is there.

After Glenn finished I talked about the vision of the day that these young leaders would see their home land become a Christian Nation. I really have faith beyond what I can explain for the future of Nepal. God’s hand is very solid on the people of Nepal. At the end of my encouragement I asked Elyia and Akash to lay hands on each volunteer for the future of Nepal. As we began to pray I could feel an almost heavenly power in the room. It was such a powerful time of prayer. I did not open my eyes during the time of prayer, but it was as if heaven had entered the room and it was powerful, like something burning at the same time I just cried to be in the rare, wonderful presence of God.

After the prayer time Kevin Peavey, who was standing behind me asked if he could say something and began to speak with fervent passion and anointing. He prayed a blessing for the Training Center to be protected by angels. Something really special was taking place right there as we set in the scorching heat in the middle of a rice field.

After the session was over and we were standing outside waiting for our ride to the motel for the night, I noticed that Glenn was almost glowing. I made a statement to him about this being the best part of the trip to Nepal so far. Glenn began  telling me that while we were praying he saw four angels come into the training center through a shaft of light and then go to the four corners of the property the training center is built on. Glenn gave the prophetic word that the angels will always protect this place from the enemy and it will be the center of a great outpouring of the Gospel of Jesus.

While Glenn was glowing and almost floating like an angel himself, Kevin came over and asked. “Hey Glenn, did you see the angels come through the roof while we were praying?” The two of them were really excited to know that each had seen the same thing. I only wish I had opened my eyes during the prayer. I could feel the angels there, but I missed seeing them. The answer to the question is not simple, but there is an answer. The best place to see and live the Bible in the day we live is Nepal. It has always happend on every trip I have made to Nepal and I am sure that this year will be the same.
