Application is free. Participation fee is $100.00.

-Your name, mailing address (for mail), studio name, Studio address, Email address, URL, Phone #s (label as cell, studio, home, office).

-Selection of electronic images including at least 2 images of your studio and 5 images of your work.

February 19

New artist’s applications are juried and they are notified of their status.

*Statement for brochure in first person (“I” “Me” “My”) of 10-50 words. Images and statement from last year’s brochure will not be accepted!
