What do you actually do?

Generally speaking, every day |
visit the underground mine, with
colleagues and by myself.

In lay terms | make a map of
the mine - to pick up the
development of the fresh blasts.

We also give the drillers
direction (whether it might be up

or down or left or right), so we
play with spray paint a lot too.

| get to use great technology
that makes my job hugely
enjoyable.

Once a few points are recorded
of the newly blasted area (with
the help of a laser), we come up
to the office, upload the
information to the computer and
manipulate it to produce a model
of the mine. We work closely with
the engineers who design the
mine and the geologists who
follow the gold.

Silver Lake is just preparing to
start an “open pit” mine in the
following weeks which has been
great to see the process from the
very start.

Among the miners, BHP Billiton was
steady at $38.21 shortly after it reported
Australia’s biggest yet net profit of
$22.46 billion, up 85.9 per cent from the
previous financial year. Rio Tinto fell
$1.17 or 1.7 per cent, to $69.83.

Macarthur Coal, which is the subject
of a hostile takeover bid by Peabody
Energy and ArcelorMittal, was up 18
cents at $15.80 after saying it nearly dou-
bled its full year profit due to record high
prices for coal.

Suncorp shares gained 40 cents, or 5.6
per cent, to $7.59, with the net profit —up
91 per cent at $84m — in line with market
expectations and the cost of new reinsu-
rance lower than some analysts had
expected.

The price of gold in Sydney was
$US1839.50 per fine ounce, down
$USS55.36 from Tuesday’s local close at
SUS1894.86.

Preliminary national turnover was
2.15b shares worth $5.34b, with 529
stocks up, 505 down and 346 were steady.
