Thank you to all of those that attended and those that volunteered to help at the Easter Egg Hunt.  All the children really enjoyed the event and it was a great success resulting in a profit of £239.15.  

Well done to everyone who is come along and supported our Spring Term Events including the Valentine’s Disco, Easy Fundraising quarterly cheque, Secondhand Book Stall on Book Day, Quiz Night and Easter Egg Hunt which has boosted our fundraising by £927.63!
We have purchased 10 pop-up gazebo’s with sides, 2 in each of the school house colours (red, blue, green and yellow) and 2 in white.  The white one’s can be hired for £10 each per day and with the sides will give a room 6m x 3m – ideal for family parties during our unpredictable summer!
