We've been overwhelmed by the generosity of individuals and businesses who have either volunteered their time free of charge, or provided services at reduced rates, in order for us to keep our expenditure down to a minimum so that more proceeds can go to the chosen charities. Our thanks go to everyone supporting the events - from sponsors and participants to guests attending the events."

Katy added, “There will be another charity Chefs’ Challenge on 30th September, when teams from Hotel du Vin Winchester and Lainston House go head to head at Thornden School, Chandler’s Ford. Supported by Wave 105, that event will be raising money for ‘Cash for Kids’, MacMillan Cancer Support, and the HIOW Air Ambulance.”
