Up and down weekend for Bobby Kiniry 
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Rockstar Energy Troy Lee Designs OTSFF Suzuki’s Bobby Kiniry had an up and down day at Round 6 of the CMRC Canadian Motocross Nationals in Ste-Julie, QC on Sunday. His teammate Iain Hayden, meanwhile, was unable to race at all.

Despite having an aftermarket technical problem in the first MX1 moto, which saw him record a zero-points 36th place finish, Kiniry regrouped to score fifth in the second moto. 

With that finish the never-say-die New Yorker at once assured that his grip on fifth in the current points ranking remains intact. 

With three rounds left on the schedule, he sits eight points ahead of Kevin Urquhart, who scored 13-11 motos at Ste-Julie, and trails fourth place Kyle Keast, who snared 20-7 motos, by 26 points.
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At the start of the first moto Kiniry found himself in the top-five, which included holeshooter Colton Facciotti, Dusty Klatt, Teddy Maier and Jared Allison, going into turn one. 

Unfortunately Kiniry’s good start was for naught as he developed bike problems early on in the moto. He made a quick pit stop but his mechanic was unable to satisfactorily remedy the situation. 

The second moto again saw Kiniry log a good start on his potent RMZ 450F, now restored to full potential, diving into turn one somewhere around eighth place. 

With everyone heavy on the throttle on the super fast Circuit de Ste-Julie racetrack, and later lappers infiltrating the mix, passing was very difficult. 

By the halfway mark Kiniry had moved up one position into sixth; it would take him till the closing laps to stick a pass on Robby Marshall for fifth. 

Thanks to sealing the top-five in the second moto, Kiniry still managed to record 13th overall on the day.
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“Some days you just can’t buy a break and in the first moto I was unable to produce a points scoring finish, because of an issue with my bike. You feel helpless in a situation like that, but you keep going because that’s your job,” said Kiniry. “The second moto went much better and I had aimed for a top three finish. But it just wasn’t in the cards. Still, I’m happy to at least have finished in fifth. It’s all about the points at this stage.”

Although Hayden had qualified to race the MX1 motos Sunday morning, he had to leave Ste-Julie and return home after receiving an urgent call regarding a family emergency.  

Having to forfeit the race cost Hayden two positions in the current points standings from 19th to 21st.  With three rounds left, and only a handful of points separating him from 18th place, it is expected that Hayden will still finish the season with a top-20 ranking.
