Thank you for attending our Works Fair last week. The students really enjoyed sharing their knowledge with you, and we hope you had a wonderful time as well. We began this week with a look at the earth’s orbit around the sun and the four seasons.  We learned new vocabulary such as perihelion, aphelion, vernal and autumnal equinox, winter and summer solstice.  We discussed how the shorter days in the winter and the longer days in the summer affect the start and end times for Shabbat.
