The Goal  -- Rebuild the walls of Jerusalem.

•   Place -- The Citadel in Susa.  Nehemiah 1:1	 	 	
•   Past -- I questioned them about... Nehemiah 1:2
•   Passion -- I sat down and wept.  Nehemiah 1:4

•   Prayers -- I prayed to God.  Nehemiah 1:5
•   Position -- I was cupbearer to the king.  Nehemiah 1:11
•   Provision -- I asked the King.  Nehemiah 2:4-8
•   Persistence -- They mocked & despised us.  Nehemiah 2:19; 4:1-2
•   People get energized by a powerful plan --  Nehemiah 3; 4:6; 4:7-8
•   Protection --  Nehemiah 4:9; 4:14-23

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Call to Action:

I.  Questions You Must Answer to Fulfill His Plan & Find Your Purpose:

• What action will I take this week toward this dream that God has put in front of me?

Prayerfully 
seek a Christ centered friend to help you overcome your fear and take action toward what God has 
revealed.
